20A. VENUE: Al legal actions for damages brought by Vendor against the State shall be
brought in the West Virginia Claims Commission. Other causes of action must be brought in
the West Virginia court authorized by statute to exercise jurisdiction over it.

21. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS: Vendor shail comply with all applicable federal, state,
and local laws, regulations and ordinances.
